CRMC Permitting & Coastal Management
· Wespauge Pond Culvert: Tidal flows are currently normal. The CRMC informed the District that an existing 10-year maintenance dredging permit (2018-12-021) remains valid until January 24, 2029. This permit covers the intended work to dredge the drainage channel and maintain culvert flow.
· Pending Extensions: Applications for extension for the Kelly Beach Porta John (Assent F2023-06-101) and Little Beach seaweed cleaning (Assent M2023-07-063) are scheduled for submission by the end of this week.
Waste Management
· Service Reliability: Mega Disposal has improved pickup reliability for trash and recycling.
