2. Kelly Beach

· The portable restroom and enclosure have been installed.
· The water foot shower is operational.
· Four lifeguards have been hired, and both security and transportation arrangements are in place for the summer season.
Remaining Minor Maintenance Items
· Removal of sand accumulation on the ramp.
· Removal and/or replacement of the flowerpot.
· Continued monitoring of the water foot shower which is operational.
· Recycling bin needs to be placed at the entrance.  

3. Little Beach
· The first scheduled seaweed cleaning has been delayed due to transmission issues with the dump truck.
· Cleaning operations will be rescheduled once repairs are completed.

4. Mega Disposal 2026 Contracts executed
· Six (6) 96-gallon trash totes and six (6) 96-gallon recycling totes will be serviced once weekly at a cost of $240.00 per month from June 3, 2026, through October 28, 2026 — no increase.
· Account 012106-001 (Master Trash and Recycling Contract) received a five percent increase.
· Account 012106-002 (Maintenance Building) will continue once-weekly service at $155.00 per month — no increase.
